December Saturday Workshops with Ellen Ridenour
__WS1   December 3,  Batik Scarf workshop 10am to 4pm, $25.00
Method will be dyeing  silk or cotton textiles in which patterned areas are covered with wax so that they will not receive color.  Multi-colored effects are achieved by repeating the dyeing process several times, the initial pattern of wax being boiled off and another design applied before re-dyeing. Make one large scarf for $25.00. Limit 10 students. More scarves can be purchased. Bring a sack lunch for a break when convenient. Water and soda available from our refrigerator.

__WS2  December 10,  Monotype Printmaking 10-4 pm, $25.00 
This class with Ellen Ridenour will break for lunch. The workshop will be held at The Old Bag Factory  in Goshen, Indiana ( 2nd floor print making  studio ).  Monotypes will be made by painting on a smooth acrylic surface using fibers and other mixed media. The image is then transferred onto a sheet of paper by pressing the two together using a Conrad printing press. Anything goes in this class!

Annette has over 20 years experience  with pottery, learning  from many wonderful teachers along the way.
For ages 6 and up, an adult parent may come with their child, also at $65 for 8 weeks.
Clay is a wonderful, tactile medium that many kids have never experienced before. Its three- dimensional nature forces them to think about structure, shapes and forms. There is something very magical about children when they are thinking and working creatively.
